Dear Friends,

It has intrigued me all my life how little most parishioners know about how I spend
my working time. You pay me tons of money and then just set me free! It is a dream
job!

Our Pastor-Parish Relations Team meets regularly and both Elizabeth and I give them
a monthly breakdown of our hours according to about 10 different categories:
visitation, worship preparation, funeral/wedding planning, youth ministry, etc. But
that information doesn’t get much beyond that group of people and it is still a standard
joke, “I thought you only worked on Sundays!”

About 95% of my time is spent working with people directly related to our
congregation in a whole variety of ways — individually, in small groups, and in large
worship settings. But the other 5% is outside our church family and I thought I would
just fill you in a bit on what that includes.

I am very committed to the Barrington Clergy Group which includes representatives
from most churches and the Temple in town. We meet almost monthly as a support
group for each other, an informational sharing group, and an action group doing
several community worship services a year, meeting with community leaders (Police,
school administrators, community housing facilities) and addressing issues larger than
our individual parishes (youth drinking, for example). We have recently added a book
study component to our meetings.

I am also that group’s liaison to the Barrington Coalition of Community Services
group that tries to connect social service organizations to each other, monitor
community needs so that Barrington residents who need food, clothing, shelter, health,
safety issues can be taken care of adequately.

I also try to be a responsible minister within our denomination in attendance at

From our Associate Minister .....

When fall comes to New England
And the wind blows off the sea
Swallows fly in a perfect sky
And the world was meant to be

~Cheryl Wheeler “When Fall Comes To New England”

The words above come from one of the songs on my autumn playlist in my i7unes
music library. When the shuffle function (my divine DJ!) plays this track at just the right
moment on a beautiful autumn day, I’'m struck by the delight of the melody and the simplicity
of the lyrics.

The world was and is meant to be. Yet, I find when challenges loom large in personal
lives and tragedy overwhelms the headlines, it can be hard for some among us to find meaning
when the world just doesn’t seem ‘meant to be.” Sometimes, it takes only a deep breath, a
lingering glance out a window, or a simple moment of connection to help us re-center and re-
orient to God’s way of love (and meaning!) at work in the world.

While I began sharing the Godly Play story of Creation on the first day of church
school in September, a child whispered in excitement, “I remember this story!” with a grateful
smile. During the wondering time, another child chimed in, “Why does this story always say
‘it is good’ after each day of Creation? Good is a boring word, not very descriptive! During
work time, let’s make up a new list of words that also mean good to add to the story!” And so
a long list initiated and generated by the children began: cool, awesome, great, super, sweet,
wicked awesome, neato, fantabulous and so on. They even started translating ‘good’ to
French, Spanish, and Italian.

When scholars, theologians, and ministers in the United Church of Christ write
liturgy, choose words for prayers, and prepare sermons, we (ordained and lay people alike) are
encouraged to use “expansive language with reference to God and inclusive language with
reference to the people of God.” To my curious delight during that recent Sunday morning
church school lesson, I witnessed the children of this church doing good theology (or rather -
awesome, cool, and neato theology!). They were questioning what is, wondering about the
religious language gifted to them from our forebears, and making faith their own — an
expansive and inclusive faith with words that resonated with them, playfully and prayerfully.

So as I ponder God’s good creation, complete with the pain and joy of being human,
the words from Cheryl Wheeler’s gem of a song echo, “the world was meant to be.” And God
said that it is awesome!

May you experience this awe-tumn as awe-inspiring,.
