If you would like to purchase a poinsettia plant to decorate the sanctuary this 
Christmas, or for delivery by a deacon to our homebound, please complete this order 
form and return to the church office with payment by Tuesday, December 11th, 
2007.   
 
Alternatively, the completed form and payment can be left with a member of the 
Chancel Ministry Team who will be at the piano in Fellowship Hall during coffee hour 
following Sunday services. 
 
In addition to plants being given in memory of a loved one, plants may also be given 
in thanksgiving for, or celebration of, someone or something (a person, birthday, 
anniversary, etc).  Please be sure to complete the correct portion of the form with 
your dedication.  All dedications will be listed in a special insert to be included in the 
Christmas Eve bulletins. 
 
Every year our deacons deliver poinsettias to our homebound, sick and recently 
bereaved.  If you would be willing to have your poinsettia used for delivery by the 
deacons prior to Christmas, rather than to decorate the sanctuary, please be sure to 
check the appropriate box on the order form.  A small portion of the cost of each 
poinsettia is used for the purchase of some of the additional poinsettias that are 
delivered by the deacons.   
 
Those who purchase poinsettias are given the option of taking them home following 
the 10 p.m. service on Christmas Eve.  Those that remain will continue to decorate 
the sanctuary during the Christmas Season.  We respectfully request that no plants 
be removed from the Sanctuary before the end of the 10 p.m. Christmas Eve service.  
 
The money collected will be used to purchase red poinsettias for delivery by the 
deacons, and a variety of different poinsettias to decorate the sanctuary for the 
Christmas services.
